And its
citizens are not averse to bidding for an
Olympic Games. So the potential roadblocks
are timing and China. The 10C likes to rotate
the Olympics around different continents and
there is strong speculation that the 2020
Games will go to a city in the Southern
Hemisphere. And will China truly ever allow
